Treat all firearm's as if they were loaded.

Point the muzzle in a safe direction at all times.

Keep your finger off the trigger, straight along the frame and superior to the trigger until
you are aimed at a safe target and intend to fire.

If your firearm misfires with a live round in the chamber of a hot barrel, immediately
remove the round while keeping the barrel pointed in a safe direction and the ejection port turned
away from your face.

If you are unable to remove the live round within 10 seconds, remove the magazine, keep the
firearm pointed in a safe direction, and wait 15 minutes for the barrel to cool. Then remove the
round.

WARNING! Be sure the barrel is clear of obstructions before shooting. Never fire your firearm with
water, grease, excess oil, or any other obstruction in the barrel this could cause the firearm to
explode!

Immediately unload the firearm and remove the slide and barrel (see Disassembling the Pistol on
page 15); then check for unburned powder residue in the bore and the receiver or a bullet stuck in
the bore.

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INSTRUCTIONS - USING THE CABLE LOCK

Your MASADA SLIME Pistol is supplied with a quality cable lock. Properly used, this lock will help
you to secure your firearm from children and other unauthorized users to reduce the chance of an
accident, either in the home or while transporting your firearm, provided you take the other
reasonable safety precautions contained in this Operator Manual.

WARNING! NEVER attempt to use the cable lock on a loaded firearm - always unload the firearm
before installing the cable lock. Otherwise, the firearm could discharge, causing death or serious
injury.

WARNING! NEVER insert the cable lock into the trigger guard or trigger area of the MASADA

SLIME or any other firearm, as the cable could press against the trigger and fire the firearm,
causing death or serious injury.

WARNING! The cable lock supplied with your MASADA SLIME Pistol may not fit or work properly
on other firearms. This lock is intended for use only on your MASADA SLIME Pistol.
To use the cable lock, do the following:

Lock the slide to the rear. Using the key, open the cable lock. Leave the key in the lock.

Insert the end of the cable lock cable through the ejection port and out through the empty
magazine well.

Insert the end of the cable lock cable into the lock body and hold the end of the cable fully into
the lock body while you turn and remove the key to lock the lock.

Tug hard on the cable several times to be sure the lock is locked securely. Used in this way,
the cable lock will prevent the MASADA SLIME slide from closing, preventing the pistol from
being fired.

Take the key with you, or store the key securely in a remote location from the firearm.

Store your firearm in a secure place out of sight, and out of reach of children.

NOTE: While the cable lock can be an important part of your firearms security program, for home
storage it is not as secure as locking your firearm in a metal firearm safe or lock box. Use of the
cable lock alone will not prevent your firearm from being stolen, and will not keep your firearm out
of view of unauthorized users. The cable lock can be cut off the firearm with a hacksaw, bolt cutter
or cable cutter.

After pressing the trigger, the striker is striking the primer and igniting the powder in the casing. Propellant
gas pressure pushes the bullet through the bore, while at the same time pushing the slide rearward.

After the last round is fired, the slide is retained
in its rear position by the slide catch.

A Safety Features

The pistol is equipped with a firing pin block
mechanism which prevents the firing pin from falling
unless the trigger is pressed all the way to the rear.

Chamber Indicator: when the chamber is
unloaded the indicator is flushed against the slide.
When the chamber is loaded with a round the
indicator protrudes out of the slide - and exposes
red color.

The indicator can be both visually and physically
identified either by sight or feel.

1.  With the magazine in an upright position, place a round on the magazine
follower, in front of the magazine lips.

2. Press the round down and slide it under the magazine lips (1), and slide the round
all the way to the rear of the magazine (2) (Fig. 3).

3.  Repeat the process until fully loaded (13 rounds or 10 rounds for restricted state).

NOTE:
The number of cartridges in the magazine can be verified by the witness holes
(Fig. 4). Do not fill the magazine with more than the number of rounds specified.

A CAUTION:

Damaged or bent magazine lips will cause a malfunction.
Do not force cartridges.

@ Emptying the Magazine

Push the cartridges forward with your thumb until they are out from under the
magazine lips (Fig.4). Repeat until the magazine is empty.

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SIGHTS AND ZEROING

The standard MASADA SLIME sights consist of a front and a
rear sight. Both are designed to aid in rapid and accurate
aiming (Fig. 5).

Optional sights with a beta-type tritium light source are
available.

The MASADA SLIME is factory zeroed at 25 meters. Due to
individual eyesight variations, the actual Mean Point of Impact
(MPI) may vary. Zeroing is possible for windage only.

To Adjust the Sights

Adjustments of the sights should be made with a sight
adjustment tool.

@ Pre-Loading and Pre-Firing Checks

1. Perform the listed unloading procedure on page 12 to ensure that the pistol
is not loaded.

2. Always make sure that the barrel is clean and dry (all factory packing grease
should be removed from all surfaces before firing the pistol for the first time).

3. Check that the magazines are clean and properly loaded.

@ Loading the Pistol
1. Point pistol in a safe direction.

The slide will remain in the rear position after the last round is fired and the magazine is empty (Fig. 8).

1. Keeping the pistol pointed at target or in a safe direction, remove the empty magazine by pressing
the magazine catch.
2. Insert a full magazine.

Release the slide by pressing the slide catch lever (Fig. 9) or by pulling the slide slightly to the rear and
releasing it.

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@ Unloading the Pistol

All the following operations must be done while the barrel is pointing in a safe direction.

Press the magazine catch and remove the magazine.

Pull the slide to the rear and eject any chambered cartridge.

Lock the slide to the rear by maintaining upward pressure on the slide stop and pulling the slide
to the rear. Visually check to make certain that the chamber and breech face are free of
ammunition. Visually inspect the chamber, breech face and magazine well, as well as physically
inspecting these areas to ensure there is no ammunition. It may be difficult to see into the
chamber area because of poor lighting or carbon buildup in the firearm.

Release the slide.

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@ Disassembly and Assembly Optic Sight Cover on the ORP Slide:

Unscrew the tightening screws on the ORP Slide to remove the optic sight cover (Fig.10).
To assemble place the optic sight. Align their bolt holes (Fig. 11).

Apply Loctite 242 only to the threads of the two screws. Do not apply Loctite to the threads on the
slide.

Screw in and fasten the two screws with a torque 8.9 in-Ibs with the optic sight to the OPR Slide.
(NOTE: It is recommended that you wait at least 24 hours after applying the Loctite on the screws
before firing the pistol). (Fig. 11).

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DISASSEMBLY AND ASSEMBLY

General

This chapter deals with disassembly and assembly operations which the user should carry out for routine
maintenance of the pistol. Disassembling or assembling of any other parts is not recommended and will
void all warranties. Disassembly should be carried out on a clean surface. All the disassembled parts
should be placed in order of their removal.

CAUTION:
Before disassembling the pistol, ensure all magazines are unloaded and no ammunition is left in the
chamber. To unload the pistol, see Unloading the Pistol on page 12.

@ Disassembling the Pistol

1. While pulling the slide rearward (1) (Fig. 13), simultaneously press upward on the slide catch lever
to lock the slide in rear position (2) (Fig. 13). Push the sear disconnector forward (3) (Fig. 14).
Note: If a magazine is inserted, the sear disconnector will not move.

3. Toremove the locking pin, push the slide slightly to the rear until the upper and lower cut-out align.
(4), place the slide slot in front of the locking pin (Fig. 16).

4.  Pull out and remove the locking pin from the slide (5) (Fig. 17).

5. Slowly pull the slide forward from the frame i There is no need to pull the trigger to release it.
(Fig. 18).

6. Remove the recoil spring from its housing under the barrel by slowly pushing the spring towards the
front of the barrel. Lift the recoil spring up and out of the slide (Fig. 19).

7. Remove the barrel from the slide
by pulling up on the barrel lug (Fig. 20).

No further disassembly is required or advised for routine maintenance.
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@ Assembling the Pistol

1. Insert the muzzle end of the barrel into the slide,
then seat the barrel in the slide into its rearmost
(locked) position (Fig. 21).

2. Insert the recoil spring by manually pressing
down towards the barrel (1), making sure that it is
securely fitted into the scalloped recess in the
bottom lug of the barrel (2) (Fig. 22).

Mount the slide on the frame and move the slide to
the rear so that the rails on the frame align to the
rails on the slide (Fig. 23).

Make sure the sear disconnector is in the forward
position. (Fig. 24).
